The Volga River

The Volga River, flowing in the western part of Rusgafamous for its
length, and width. Its many large reservoirs provide irrigeéiod hydroelectric
power. The people living on either side in its length belithat the river is
more than just a trade and transport route. They catitbeVolga Matushka
(Matushka means Mother in Russian) because it has ptageeliat role in the
history, culture, and lifestyle of the European Russians.

The Volga River has its beginnings in the Valdai Hills locateshr
Moscow in the northwest. First the river flows east pasbkingyaroslavl and
Nizhny Novgorod. Then it turns south near Kazan. Itsrjey ends in the
Caspian Sea by creating a big delta near Astrakhan. éfiakse length of the
river is navigable as well.

One of the oldest mentions of the river was by the Greelgrgpher and
writer Ptolemy, who mentioned the Ra River (as the VolgarRvas known
in Ancient Greece) in his book called the Geography.

The importance of the Volga River dates back to thesanhtimes. During
the 1st century AD, the river was used for trade aadsfort by the Slavics,
the Bulgars and the Khazars who settled in different mdirtee Volga basin.
Russian states were formed and there was an increagéadultare of wheat
and other crops along the river basin.

During World War I, Hitler considered the Volga River ltave great
significance for his war against the USSR. He had planaddaock Volga
routes to weaken the Russian army. But the Battle ofn§talil (23 August
1942-2 February 1943) destroyed the German Sixth Army.
